Scholastic Bowl Team Rules of Conduct Contract

Before making the commitment of joining the Scholastic Bowl team, parents and students must
complete and return this contract. Once you have read through each item, please check on the
line preceding the expectation. Both the student and the parents need to sign the contract and
return it to one of the coaches before our first match on Tuesday, January 25™.

1. Be attentive to your grades. You must be eligible. You will not play when you are
ineligible. If you are ineligible for three weeks, you will be removed from the team.

2. Be committed to the feam. You must attend practices and meets. If you are unable to
attend, we need a note from a parent before the day of the event in order for the
absence to be excused. If you are unexcused for 3 events, you will be off the team.

3. If you have to miss a practice for any reason, you will need to complete a worksheet
related to the topic of the week. (If you miss a practice due to another school
commitment, please communicate this in advance with your coaches. You are only
allowed to miss one practice per week for other school commitments.)

4. Be a feam player. You must stay with the team within the room of play. If you are
off wandering, you will receive one warning and then you will be off the team. You
must also wear your uniform to every match. You need to support your team at all
times and encourage each other.

5. BEHAVE! Behavior must be appropriate during matches and travel. If you cannot
behave appropriately; you will be removed from the team.

6. Be totally attentive. During matches, players who are spectators are to be quiet.
While you are not participating during a match, you must be watching the
match and frying to answer all of the questions.

7. Be responsible. Any materials (study guides or old match questions) are to be
returned at the end of the season in good shape.
